Nepali Port: An Archetype of Immigration Reform
(A Holistic Approach for the Revitalization of Immigration in Nepal)

Background
Immigration is the point of interface between the people travelling abroad and the state 
authority assigned to control the border points. There are border points fixed by the 
countries, in such non-movable border points, there are movable people travelling outbound 
and inbound as well. The regulation, facilitation and control of the people through proper 
legal provisioning and with some technowares are the global practices of immigration. The 
country adopts its immigration policy considering its geo-political and economical context 
as well. Furthermore, the country specific immigration policies are designed and guided 
by the international societies and their notions plus the security inheritance of a country 
as well.

Nepal immigration is delivering its services as per the mandate given and provisioned in 
immigration law, regulations and broader policies taken by the country considering the 
interior security as well. The Department of Immigration, right under the Ministry of 
Home Affairs, is the authority in Nepal that functions as the border control authority in 
the country. Nepal being a landlocked country, we have land border points between the 
two giant economies; China and India and airport, the one and only so far is the Tribhuvan 
International Airport at Kathmandu that is the border point that connects the country with 
the global societies. We do not have the sea-access directly but the riverine access has been 
prioritized by the present government, which may connect us between the border points 
to the sea-port as well.

Nepal Immigration was handling its jobs in a bundle of constraints and it was frequently 
questioned by the stakeholders as well. The technology we were applying to the human 
capacity and competency, the infrastructure for the immigration were vulnerable. 
Immigration deserves the first and last impression of a country's governance. Considering 
the limitations and aspirations of immigration, the department launched an ambitious 
plan with tangible targets and actions to overhaul the immigration. The whole efforts and 
resources were consolidated to materialize the immigration reform plan 2075(2018). 
The reform plan was highly acknowledged by the line ministry with guardianship and 
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regular monitoring. In the same breath, the Ministry of Finance took the whole financial 
liability with the fullest commitment for reform by assuring the financial disbursement. 
Furthermore, the line ministries like the Ministry of Culture, Tourism and Civil 
Aviation's  leadership were closely monitoring the reform and creating the synergy and 
inertia as well. Similarly the multiple agencies like NITC, NTB, Department of Passport, 
Department of Consular Services, Department of Tourism, Ministry of Education, Science 
and Technology, dedicated and competent bureaus of police and investigation were highly 
coordinated and channelized for the holistic targets set-up.

Nepali Port – the archetype and indigenous model for 
Immigration Reform
The Department of Immigration named the holistic reform package as Nepali Port, which is 
now in operation. Nepali Port simply denotes the Nepali border points these are land ports, 
airports and intended for riverine ports as well. The whole reform package is called Nepali 
Port, a systematic approach for immigration reform. It has been designed to mitigate the 
human competency gap, the infrastructure and information technology as well to enhance 
the immigration from the traditional preview to the modern day immigration. Based on 
the homegrown need and inspired by the broader responsibility of reform, the initiative 
was designed and implemented covering the wide range of the mandate of the department. 
The following were the core components of the reform destined to the same goal. The 
architecture of all components of reform was synchronized so smoothly to perpetuate 
the result on time and accomplish the targets within the time frame. Extended working 
hours upto midnight with high motivation, exploring every potentiality of the human force 
with close coordination and monitoring of every micro job were the key success factors 
and stories behind the scene. Furthermore a very high level commitment from the Prime 
Ministers' Office and the advisors and experts engagement was commendable for the 
successful accomplishment and launching of the system of immigration: Nepali Port.

The key components of the reform
1. Nepali Port:

Software to replace the 
traditional one called IMMI 
that was simply designed 
in an adhoc basis just for 
the sake of data handling; 
which was poorly designed 
and access controlled by 
the private party, later 
on with the persistent 
pressure and enforcement 
the access was seized by 
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the department in the year 2019 and taken the sole account by the department. This was 
one of the examples of the private party's engagement with some questionable motives in 
government's sensitive data. Learning from this bad example, the department outsourced 
some experts and developers with the engagement of its own IT engineers, designed 
and developed the software and I coined the name as Nepali Port. The software has been 
designed featuring all the basic biometric databases required for immigration. It took 
almost 10 months to formulate, frame and feature the data system with the economized 
cost as well.

2. GIDC (The Data center):

The data generated by immigration offices has been stored in GIDC, through the 
establishment of high tech modern day servers at the airport, GIDC, Singha Durbar and 
Disaster Recovery Centre in Hetauda as well. The investment has been made for the data 
centres. The Department of Immigration historically maintained the data centres equipped 
with the adequate storage capacity.

3. Biometric equipments and computers:

To operate and sustain the Nepali Port, the biometric equipments like high resolution 
cameras (automated), passport reading machines, bar code readers, fingerprint scanners, 
laser machines and high-tech (touch screen) computers were installed replacing all the 
old equipments and such equipments were installed in every immigration offices, which 
largely motivated the officers handling their jobs and reduced the risks as well.

4. Networking, power backups and Internet:

A very smooth networking inside airport immigration with efficient architecture has been 
accomplished. This assures the non-interruption of the data system synchronized to the 
services we deliver. Furthermore running 24/7, with non-interruption of the services in 
a millisecond is the benchmarking for this component. Similarly adequate power back 
up provides the confidence for handling the business of immigration. The Internet has 
been equally boosted up with alternative back up too. Because of the intervention and 
advancement on this component now the client can enjoy high speed internet in the whole 
immigration lounges both arrivals and departures as well.

5. Immigration lounges, desks and offices revitalized:

The whole immigration area has been enhanced through replacing the 36 immigration 
desks. The arrival and departure lounges and its interior has been drastically changed, the 
floors and roofing, the rooms and desks all modernized with an ambient look, designed 
and architectured to meet the present day immigration impression. Similarly queue 
management tools, light systems to illuminate the area, clear signage, sufficient Kiosk 
machines and counters are put into proper place considering the client's need.
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6. Forgery Detection Lab (F/D lab):

Two separate lab units at the department and airport immigration have been established 
with high-tech detection laboratory machines and equipment. Now the immigration 
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department only in Nepal handles the latest VSC 8000 machines for the findings of 
unlawful documents. This has made the immigration officers' job safer. It has minimized 
the threat as well. Previously the officers were not aware of the fake travel documents and 
they simply rely on their bare hands and naked eyes. Furthermore the separate detention 
rooms for male and female, isolation rooms for professional interrogation of suspected 
persons are also established and separate. SoPs are designed and prescribed to officers to 
accomplish their jobs accordingly.

7. IT wing enhanced:

Before the reform initiation, the whole department was relied on a single IT officer, ICT 
was often neglected and it was miserable too. During the whole reform period IT was 
put into topmost priority and the number of IT Engineers was almost 10 times increased 
with the restructuring of the organogram as well. Separate IT wing has been set-up in the 
department and IT directors' position has been created. Airport Immigration now runs 
with at least one IT engineer on duty/stand by in each and every shift. IT engineers are 
assigned and trained as a system handler cum troubleshooter. This component of reform 
made the highest assurance and confidence to run the Nepali Port in a smooth manner.

8. Training for all (TFA):

This component was designed to impart the knowledge and skills required to handle the 
immigration services. The training and intensive sessions, workshops were organized 
for the whole year, 2019. The component covered all the immigration personnel to bring 
the readiness for the complete transformation of the immigration business they run. It 
further familiarized each and everyone to the Nepali Port. Now the Nepali Port is becoming 
the common phenomenon to all immigration people and personnel. The service delivery 
model of performance contract with the immigration officers with precise indicators has 
been done. Some specialized training for finding fake documents, INTERPOL training, 
international exposure and training are also offered to the immigration officers to raise 
their motivation meters as well. All the border points' personnel are also trained with the 
new system and IT engineers provided back stopping reaching each and every border 
points offices as well. The department's training hall was packed for the whole year and 
it was like a university or a learning centre. In addition to those major components there 
were some other tools applied for immigration reform to further enforce and reinforce 
the efforts. The mobile application for the foreigners, online payment, security personnel 
deployment for queue management, cleaners and supportive staff, service providers 
apprentice for tourists, venturing with Nepal Tourism Board, Visit Nepal Year 2020 and 
many others were the supplement given to deliver the output as well, which could largely 
contribute to wash out the traditional face of immigration too.

The partnership and coordination was historically extended. The partnership and 
coordination was done basically levelwise as well. i.e., ICT to ICT, officers to officers, 
directors to directors, DG to DG and secretary to secretary.
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Learnings and best practices:
•	 Fairness is the key to success
•	 Try to explore the every possibilities
•	 Make a plan that really hits your problem (Before the plan know your organizational 

need and problem)
•	 Resources are always there, try to explore & receive it and mobilize.
•	 There are the leaders and seniors who trust you, guide you, inspire you and motivate 

you and count your jobs too
•	 Stick to your timeline. (Time never waits you, you follow the time)
•	 There are the people who really go together with the vision and mission, identify 

them and hold them strongly and drive them, leave the rest
•	 Coordination in our context is cumbersome
•	 Give the result, result and result to your organization on time. Result is the only 

answer to all the questions against you
•	 Reform is a risky job too. Get ready to bear the burden. Otherwise sitting always in 

a comfortable zone is against the reform.

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Abstract
Hyper-globalization affects the movement of people throughout the globe. Every 
country manages the immigration system to regulate international visit of native 
and foreigners to and from the country. Immigration, the movement of persons from 
one state to another, indicates the regulation of entry, stay and exit of foreigners. The 
immigration system is managed at entry/exit point of a country. There shall be air, 
land and sea entry/exit point as the boundary of a particular nation.

In case of Nepal, a large number of foreigners visit Nepal every year. Nepal has 
adopted the soft visa and tourist receiving policy. Like other developing countries, 
some foreigners staying in Nepal are seen to be involved in illegal activities- like 
terrorism, smuggling, and organized crimes and so on, due to which Nepal has been 
facing the problem of trans-border migration, gold smuggling, drug trafficking, force 
conversion of religion etc. Since the issues of immigration and security go together, 
these problems will affect the national security and its priority. This article underlines 
some cross-cutting issues of immigration and security.

Immigration and the national security
The issues of immigration are related to national security. The notion of immigration 
as a threat to internal security has been presented since the 1980s. Some international 
reports state that there is the connection of immigration to terrorism, international crime, 
and border control. In the periods after 9/11 attack and the Madrid bombings, some 
international Newspaper emphasized a connection between immigration and criminal 
behavior, influencing political action and public opinion. Now, the world migration, 
immigration and security policy have been changed aftermath of these terrorist attacks.

Regulating the international visitors is very much important from the security perspective 
of any country. Almost all countries in the world have their own discreet law, orders 
and directives of immigration to manage, control and regularize the arrival, departure

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and presence of foreign nationals in the country. Immigration law and order is made in 
accordance with the land topology, social structure, economic and political circumstance 
of the particular nation. Moreover, it is also influenced by population, natural means and 
resources as well as citizenship and several other factors. Lately, the world has come in 
the grip of heinous crime and terror and has been facing different sorts of abhorrent acts 
of terrorism. In this regards, to safeguard the entire nation, it has become one of sensible 
matter to contemplate the concern of immigration.

In recent years, international migration has made its way to the forefront of the security 
agendas of several countries, particularly in Europe and North America and the trends 
is shifting to Asia. In the most general sense of the term, security refers to the absence 
of threats. The conventional approach to international security has focused primarily on 
military concerns. Due to the expansion of the concept of security, a multitude of issues 
such as those relating to the environment, poverty, and international migration have been 
labeled as security risks or threats. As the UNO documented human security as freedom 
from fear and freedom from wants, security simply means a psychological presence of 
being secure.

Along with this national security priority, the concept of societal security has also been 
emerged. In relation to international migration and immigration, it refers to the ways in 
which members of a state perceive their cultural, linguistic, religious, or national identity 
to be threatened by immigrants. From this perspective, the national values of the receiving 
country are the referent object under threat.

The supposed danger of immigration to the societal security of a state is not an objective 
and universal threat, but rather a subjective threat, dependent on the ways in which the 
receiving state defines itself. For instance, while some states may view multiculturalism as 
undesirable, other states may pride themselves on their cultural diversity. In addition to 
societal and economic security, internal security has also emerged as an aspect of security 
which is threatened by immigration weakness and related entry of the intruder. 

Immigration and economic security
Another way in which immigration has been argued to pose a threat to a state’s national 
interest is through its impact on the state’s economy. Immigration has and will continue 
to have, a significant economic impact on both the receiving country and the country of 
origin. While immigration has economic advantages and disadvantages, the expansion 
of the definition of security to encompass the economic sector has brought increased 
attention to the economic challenges caused by immigration, and immigration has labeled 
as a security issue.

Labour migration can be argued to pose a threat to the economic security of both the 
sending and the receiving state. After the COVID-19 the world economic situation and 
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immigration policy and the job-seeking-travel trends will certainly be changed. It will 
affect the economic condition of the world as well. 

Immigration and public security
Similar to how immigration has been connected with terrorism, it has also been related 
to increased criminality, resulting in the perception that immigration is a threat to public 
security. While the public has become increasingly concerned about high crime rates 
intensified by immigration and the threat that immigrants pose to public order, these 
concerns are empirically unsound. We have witnessed, the recent terrorist attack in Europe 
were made by the migrants from other country. 

Immigration and security issues in Nepal
In Nepal, immigration system comes under the power of the federal government. Other 
national policies and laws have clearly articulated the immigration as an important 
apparatus of national security priority. Nepal has open border system with India in 
the South, East and West and regulated one with China in the North. There are many 
immigration points to the border area of India. But Tribhuvan International Airport is only 
one immigration point for direct entry and exit from/to foreign countries except India and 
China.

The weakness in immigration system is directly proportional to the threats in the security 
system of a country. Various securities related issues were raised in the past. From a couple 
years back, some good starting has been seen that the immigration and security issues 
are raised coherently together. In the past immigration management was just taken as the 
authority of giving entry and exit permit to and from the nation. Recently, The Department 
of Immigration has lunched NEPALIPORT system to regulate its dimensional issues for 
Nepal Immigration and it is directly linked to boarder control and security issues. It is a 
massive starting to address the cross-cutting issues of immigration and security.

Nepal has one case of dark image that Indian Airlines Flight IC 814 was hijacked by gunmen 
shortly after it entered Indian airspace on 24 December 1999.  After this security lapse, 
the image of the country and the security condition of TIA was shamed badly. Terrorism 
has become a global and regional challenge. The terrorist groups are making target to any 
nation at any time. They may enter Nepal with a fake travel document to accomplish their 
motive. Besides this, Nepal has experienced some other breaches of laws in relation to 
immigration and internal security. 

The COVID -19 Pandemic will certainly divide the counting Era of the globe in after COVID 
and Before COVID (pun as BC and AC) and this change will certainly bring the change in 
the world migration and immigration system. In Nepal, the first entry visa is the tourist 
visa and it shows all foreigners who come to Nepal are the tourist. Every year we count 
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the number in one million plus, hopping to get reached to 2 million. This number includes 
NRNs, Foreign workers, missionaries, and other non-tourist foreigner. For some country 
we grant their citizen a gratis visa up to 150 days in a visa year to enter into Nepal. These 
free-flow of entry of foreigner has brought some security challenges. 

Force conversion of religion
Conversion of belief is the adoption of new religious beliefs by showing various attractions 
or giving benefits. It involves a new religious identity or change from one religious faith to 
another. In case of Nepal, the force conversion of religion is unlawful activities. The internal 
studies and the reports at immigration department show that some of the immigrants and 
foreigners are involved in force conversion of religion in Nepal.

Gold and foreign currency smuggling 
The gold and foreign currency smuggling has become a burning issue in Nepal. The 
international smuggler gang is suspected to be involved in gold and currency smuggling 
to and through Nepal. Gold has been smuggling from last few decades. The smugglers use 
Tribhuvan International airport to smuggle. Similarly, the smugglers are exporting the 
smuggled gold to India through the open border at the south. It is also the weakness of land 
way entry/exit point. The smuggling of gold creates both security challenges and weakens 
the economic condition of the country. 

Human trafficking and drug trafficking 
Human trafficking is the wildest growing, criminal activity in the world. The magnitude of 
trafficking has increased over the years. Nepal is also affected by human trafficking since 
few decades and every year racketeers are taking many Nepalese across the border. 

Besides, we are frequently listening to the smuggling of drugs through the open border in 
the south and from TIA with involvement of foreigners as well. If drugs are imported from 
foreign countries and again exported to other countries, Nepal will become a transit hub of 
drug smugglers. The locally produced drugs, medical drugs, and other high quality drugs 
are transacted from/through Nepal. 

Pedophilia and cyber crime
Some foreigner were found and detained on suspicion of involvement in various illegal 
activities, often involving on online fraud, bank ATM hacking, cyber crimes and online 
gambling cases. 

The sexual abuse of children has been one of the least understood crimes in Nepal. In 
2017, a report published by Threat Nix, an organization working on cyber security, said 
that Nepal had become a centre for western pedophiles, many of whom came to Nepal 
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under the disguise of helping children. The recent epitome is that last year a high-profile 
pedophile was arrested from Nepal. 

Misuse of visa and other illegal activities 
Security and communication sector are the sensitive area, an independent country like 
Nepal, must not be engaged a tourist in such sectors without any strong reason. Many 
foreigners overstay their visas here in Nepal taking undue advantage of Nepal immigration 
policy of the country. 

Sometimes people from foreign countries are found to be involved in unlawful activities i.e. 
subverting some community, giving the statement against the national interest of Nepal and 
so on. The foreigners with such interest are not permitted to enter Nepal. But they come 
here with different inherent interest and involve in such activities. Some foreign nationals 
come Nepal and try to escape to Europe with fraudulent document. They produce illegal 
passport at the entry point.

Conclusion
Now the world has become a global village due to the technological advancement and 
globalization. After the effect of COVID-19 Pandemic, there will probably be the issues of 
adapting whether a hyper Localization or the Hyper Globalization on world immigration 
system. It is still doubtful to choose either of them. The nation and states may go in mixed 
model of glocalization. Even in this realm, the number of illegal immigrants and refugee will 
be increased. We can visualize that numbers of problems are created by the immigrants 
and refugees in various sectors. Some foreigners are directly or indirectly involve in anti-
social, criminal as well as illegal activities. Some of them are involved in various activities 
in the name of human rights activities which are not permitted. As a result, their activities 
affect the nation’s socio-cultural, economic, religious as well as political aspects. In surface 
it seems just like an illegal immigration matter but eventually, it harms our core values and 
the national security because of being two cross cutting issues of same interest.

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1.  Background
At the outset, it is highly acknowledged that Border security is one of the major concerns in 
this age of globalization. For an effective border control, there is a need of a strong mechanism 
for tracking from the source to the destination. A smart border security framework with the 
use of ICT leads to efficient immigration and customs clearance and also discourages the 
infiltration and other trans-border fraudulent activities. Such framework can be enhanced 
by connecting with an automation integrated beyond the horizons of national border.

Advance Passenger Information (API), is a globally accepted term, generally refers to a 
standard format of travellers data ready for electronic transmission. The concept of API was 
first developed during 1990s by World Customs Organization (WCO) and later upgraded 
jointly with International Air Transport Association (IATA) and International Civil Aviation 
Organization to address the drugs trafficking as a threat to national security and growing 
air traffic management. API includes the biographic data and flight details of passengers 
and crew members sent by the carriers to the border control agencies in advance to their 
arrival and departure so that agencies can screen the details of those passengers against 
their database and prepare for detailed inquiry upon the arrival of any suspected traveller.

Annex IX to the Convention on International Civil Aviation defines API as - “An electronic 
communication system whereby required data elements are collected and transmitted to 
border control agencies prior to flight departure or arrival and made on the primary line at 
the airport of entry.”

2.  Modes of Passenger Data Transmission
The modes of passenger data differ on the basis of their nature, transmission time and 
interaction features. Some popular practices of passenger information systems can be 
assessed as follows:

 2.1  Advance Passenger Information System (APIS)

Generally, API is the biographic information in the machine readable zone of the travel

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documents submitted during check-in. As the travel documents are issued by governments, 
such biographic information are verified and authentic which can be crucial for screening 
against the watch list and risk profiles of one’s national database and detecting whether 
an inadmissible passengers are attempting to travel. API can be divided into two distinct 
categories as:

2.1.1 Batch Style API System (API):

o	 In Batch Style API System, informations from passengers are collected during 
the check-in process and then communicated together in a single message at or 
immediately following flight reconciliation or departure.

2.1.2 Interactive API System (iAPI):

o	 An iAPI system is a two way interactive communication in near real time. The 
carrier transmits the information, on a passenger-by-passenger or transaction 
by transaction basis so that the border control agencies on the last port of call 
can have an opportunity to decide whether to board or not to board any suspects 
by issuing board/no-board message.

o	 An iAPI system is far more complex and operational costs are also higher than 
Batch Style API system.

2.2  Passenger Name Record (PNR)

PNR data are traveller flight reservation and itinerary information collected by the carriers 
which may differ according to the carriers. Such data generally includes type of ticket, date 
of travel, number of bags, seating information etc. PNR is manually input by the traveller 
or travel agent and not verified. PNR can help to identify the unknown associates of the 
travellers by examining specific data elements, such as credit card number, valid phone 
number and others.

2.3  Advance Passenger Processing System (APPs)

APPs is a standard for flight and document data declaration in real-time. It has strong 
similarities with iAPIS but the only difference is with timing. APPs takes place as a real-
time interactive transaction during check-in. This is the latest and most advance mode of 
passenger information transmission.

3. Global Context
International organizations related to civil aviation and border control agencies have made 
API as a mandatory tool and prepared various provisions to declare the standards of the 
data transmission. Most of the countries in the world and also SAARC member countries 
have already been a part of this network. WCO, IATA and ICAO have jointly made the 
obligatory provision for airlines and other carriers to provide the passenger information 
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to the border control authorities and legally oblige the contracting states to introduce API 
system under their national legislation.

3.1  International Legal Mandate

	On an international level basic rules for the use of API and PNR are developed 
in ICAO Annex 9 – Facilitation to the Convention on International Civil Aviation 
(Chicago Convention, 1944) and the Revised Kyoto Convention of the World Customs 
Organization. For API, Standard 3.47 of Annex 9 obliges each Contracting State that 
introduces an API system under its national legislation to adhere to internationally 
recognized standards for the transmission of API.

	On the 9th chapter entitled ‘Passenger Data Exchange Systems’ of the above 
mentioned Annex 9, under 9.1 as Recommended Practice declares that “Contracting 
States requiring the exchange of Advance Passenger Information (API), interactive 
API (iAPI) and/or Passenger Name Record (PNR) data from aircraft operators should 
create a Passenger Data Single Window facility for each data category that allows 
parties involved to lodge standardized information with a common data transmission 
entry point for each category to fulfill all related passenger and crew data requirements 
for that jurisdiction.”

	The UN Security Council, in Resolution 2178 (2014), at paragraph 9, “Calls 
upon Member States to require that airlines operating in their territories provide 
advance passenger information to the appropriate national authorities in order 
to detect the departure from their territories, or attempted entry into or transit 
through their territories, by means of civil aircraft, of individuals designated by the 
Committee establishment pursuant to resolutions 1267 (1999) and 1989 (2011)(“the 
Committee”), and further calls upon Member States to report any such departure from 
their territories, or such attempted entry into or transit through their territories, of 
such individuals to the Committee, as well as sharing this information with the State 
of residence or nationality, as appropriate and in accordance with domestic law and 
international obligations.”

	The API Guidelines jointly published by WCO,IATA and ICAO comprise an 
explanatory section for the use of API, including iAPI details with an Annex stating 
the international recognized electronic UN/EDIFACT message (PAXLST) and an 
implementation guide for the PAXLST message.

	The PNR Guidelines published by WCO/IATA/ICAO include an explanatory text for 
the use of PNR information and an Annex with a maximum list of PNR data and a 
standardized message for the exchange of PNR information.

3.2  Countries with API Connectivity

According to API-PNR world tracker of IATA there are 57 API program users (49 UN States-8 
Territories), 16 iAPI program users (15 UN States-1 Territory) and 25 PNR program users 
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(23 UN States-2 Territories) around the globe. Let’s have a look upon the a few countries 
with different API programs:

4. Contextualizing API in Nepal:
The number of foreigners arriving in Nepal is increasing every year at a hand. On the 
other hand, there is increased number of foreigners involved in various types of criminal 
activities. Last year total 671 foreigners were deported from Nepal for involving in various 
criminal cases including overstay.They are prohibited to enter Nepal for some years 
depending upon their illegal acts.  More than 120 inadmissible passengers were refused 
to enter Nepal in 2019 and deported to their countries from the Tribhuvan International 
Airport (TIA) via same airlines. The only International Airport of Nepal, TIA is prone to 
many trans-border crimes like drug trafficking, gold smuggling, human trafficking and fake 
currency smuggling as many such cases exposed in TIA became the newspaper headlines 
for last few years. Department of Immigration (DoI) has recently launched sophisticated 
immigration software, NepaliPort to record the passengers’ information including the 
biometrics. This software can be interconnected with all the border control authorities and 
other agencies for information sharing which will be a strong and smart border security 
mechanism with the feed of API.

4.1  Rationale

In this context, strengthening the national border security mechanism, efficient 
immigration and customs clearance, it is necessary to know about the passenger and their 
belongings before their arrival in TIA. Some of the major problems being faced at the time 
of immigration clearance, followed by a few suggestive measures can be pinpointed as 
follows:

	Being a member country, it is the duty of Nepal government to follow the 
recommendations of UN, ICAO, WCO and IATA.

	It enhances the trust of border and aviation security of Nepal among the other 
members in international arena.

	It enhances the efficiency of immigration and custom clearance as the border 
security officers will have the biometric and flight details beforehand.
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	It discourages the use of fake travel documents, as 29 cases of fake passports 
lawsuits were filed in court in 2019 by DoI, and all of those travellers were found 
using an original passport at the first port and showed a fake passport at their last 
port TIA which can be easily traced out by the use of API.

	Many Nepali citizens cross the immigration security declaring a false last port 
or with dual tickets at the same time, and are illegally trafficked to unknown 
destinations. API provides a complete ticket details including transits and last port, 
which discourages such travel with false declaration.

	Blacklisted persons in Nepal, deported and other inadmissible persons can be 
stopped from getting board in the airlines bound to Nepal at the first port of their 
entry.

	Passengers with suspicious travel itinerary and luggage details can be traced easily 
by the custom officers before their arrival.

	Immigration, Customs, Nepal Army, Nepal Police, Armed Police Force, National 
Investigation Department and other border security authorities will have a strong 
coordination mechanism for intelligence sharing through a single window.

A Way Forward

API has turned to a matter of discussion and a common topic for series of meetings without 
any solid decisions for a decade in Nepal. Recently, a committee has been formed on the 
chairmanship of Director General of DoI for the study of API implementation in Nepal. 
The new Custom Act and Immigration Act are tabled for legislative discussion. It is better 
to be late than never, considering the prevailing rules and regulations, available ICT 
infrastructure, manpower and financial aspects some suggestions for regulating APIin can 
further be elaborated as follows:

	First of all, provisions for API should be addressed in the new Custom Act or 
Immigration Act as none of other National acts include any provisions regarding 
API.

	A feasible mode of API transmission should be finalized beforehand. Considering 
the available manpower and financial aspects, starting with Batch Style API System 
can have better implications in Nepal for now. In the long run, moving forward to 
iAPIwith adequate preparation would be effective.

	List of required information for all the border control authorities should be collected, 
and a final format of integrated information should be prepared with common 
consensus.

	A comprehensive and detailed procedure should be prepared for the use of API 
including report generation, database access, user creation and other technical 
aspects in detail.

	A mother organization should be declared for contract signing, overall access 
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administration, coordination among the authorities and bridging with API provider. 
As the DoI is taking the primary initiation for API, it should be declared as mother 
organization for API implementation.

	Proper mechanism for the security of passengers’ information should be developed.

5.  Conclusion
API systems are complex and require a high degree of ICT infrastructure and manpower 
of the related sector. It requires several types of legal and institutional arrangements 
to ensure the data privacy oversight and regulations by states. As tourism is one of the 
major income sources of Nepal, balancing between national security and hospitality for 
tourism industry is the major challenge. API should be introduced in Nepal as soon as 
possible either by making the airlines compulsory to provide API feed to the Nepali Port 
(Immigration Software). Another method can be contracting with any mediator to provide 
API interface by announcing globally.
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Nepali Port System: A Technical Overview

1  Background
Information Technology and software based systems have now been an integral part of 
almost every organization, be it a private organization, or a government organization. In 
the context of Nepal, although the government organizations have been a late adopter of 
technology than the private companies, gone are the days where government employees 
preferred to store official files bundled in cotton wrapped packages, and manually sort and 
manage the files whenever required. The newer generation of employees has preferred 
the trend shift that has now caused government organizations to have more IT-friendly 
systems to store and manage data. Sooner or later, the management has also realized that 
in order to have good insights into the operations of the organization and making better 
decisions, there is no other option than not only to adapt to the technology, but also to 
excel and catch up with the rapid technological shifts happening around the globe. Among 
those many government organizations, the Department of Immigration, the primary body 
under the Ministry of Home Affairs, responsible for border immigration control and visa 
regulation, has made quite big strides towards embracing technology in order to enhance 
its daily operations and manage the sensitive data for border security and immigration 
control, by building its own in-house software system, called the NepaliPort.

2  Introduction
The development and implementation of Nepaliport, an in-house developed Border 
Immigration Control and Visa Management Software, by the Department of Immigration, is 
a major step of the department in adaptation of latest information technological resources 
to achieve its purpose of strengthening the national security and border defense / screening 
mechanism by having sufficient data and information related to all the immigrants 
travelling to and from the country, as well as managing and recording the information of all 
visa issued to the foreigners in a proper way, that can be retrieved, analyzed and used for 
future decision-making process by the responsible authority. 

The development of the Nepaliport system, which was inspired by the keen desire to tackle 
the modern challenges for efficiently handling all kinds of immigration jobs, as well as 
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to eradicate the  difficulties faced due to the inadequate functionalities of  the existing 
inflexible system, was envisioned to build a system with, however not limited to the 
following features:

1.	 Online visa application / Extension / Conversion mobile responsive web interface
2.	 Online Trekking Agencies registration and Trekking Permit Application Mobile 

Responsive web interface
3.	 Online Visa Application Module to apply at Embassies
4.	 Administration Module to process visa extension / conversion applications at DOI 

and related offices
5.	 Desktop Application to process the New Visa Application requests at the Border 

Offices and Airports.
6.	 Biometric Data Capture (Photo, Fingerprint, Iris Image) and Processing Module at 

the Border Offices to record and analyze foreigner’s data.
7.	 Administration Module to process the Trekking Agencies Registration and Trekking 

Permit Applications at the DOI.
8.	 Extensive and Highly customizable Robust Administrative CMS to setup the 

Immigration Rules and Requirements into the Software logic.
9.	 Separate Backend API Based Core Engine to communicate with all the above 

mentioned modules.
10.	Mobile Applications in both Android OS and iOS communicating through APIs with 

Nepaliport Software and Website of DOI
11.	Reporting Modules of high flexibility and easy export methodology.
12.	 Integration and Communication with relevant external agencies (Dept of Labor, 

Dept of Passport, FCGO, Interpol, Ministry of Education: NOC Section, Consular 
Department, etc.) through API.

13.	Online International Payment Gateway integration through International Cards

About one year of rigorous development, revisions, testing and validation by the technical 
team of the department, along with the contribution from various brilliant experts in 
related field of software development and feedbacks from the experienced officials of 
the department, the Nepaliport system finally took its intended shape above the basic 
foundations of flexibility, scalability, security and interoperability, which then was formally 
inaugurated by the Rt. Honorable Prime Minister of Nepal, on 13th Magh, 2076 B.S. 

3.  Nepaliport Software System Architecture:
As previously stated, Nepaliport Software was built keeping in mind the every possible 
situations that have been faced till now by the department in the past, as well as the future 
possibilities that could arise later. The development team was guided by the principle of

3.1 Database Server: 

The core of Nepaliport system consists of a Database Server where the sensitive data of 
all immigration procedures and visa information is kept securely. The database system 
is optimized for query processing and response time using industry standard practices. 
The database has been protected from external attacks and access attempts by limiting its 
access by only the Nepaliport Core Engine, which also resides inside the secure internal 
server environment.

flexibility, scalability, interoperability and security, while maintaining a robust architecture 
and easy to use interfaces for end users. The Architecture of Nepaliport System depicting 
its usage and background interactions are shown in the figure below:
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3.2 File Server

Apart from the database, the system also has to store and manage many files, such as 
passport images, office notes, user images, tippanis, etc, which are also equally as sensitive 
as the database. A separate file server is maintained to process all kinds of file management 
jobs that need to be handled by the Nepaliport System. This server not only helps to 
efficiently manage and retrieve the files, but also helps to lower the computational load of 
the core engine.

3.3 Log Server

A separate log server is maintained in the backend environment, that records all the logs in 
read-only format for all kinds of transactions that happen in the backend core, file server 
and database server. These logs are useful to trace the changes that have happened over 
time in the system, as well as to maintain the integrity of the system.

3.3 Core Engine

The core engine consists of all the application logics and internal routes of the system. 
It resides on a separate backend server, and is the only application that communicates 
directly with the database, file server and log servers. It communicates and exchanges 
data to the front end services and other external services via authenticated APIs which are 
defined inside its core. To be short and precise, the core engine is actually the heart of the 
Nepaliport system.

3.4 Front End Services

These are the services that are actually accessed by the various users of the system, the 
general public, who are the service seekers, or employees of the Department of Immigration 
and branch offices, who are the service providers. They are all processed by a separate 
front end server that renders the visual interfaces to these applications, and communicates 
with the core engine of the system via API calls. The front end services of the Nepaliport 
System are listed below with a brief explanation of each.

3.4.1 Visa Application Module

This module allows the users or foreigners to apply for the visa. The visa application 
module automatically identifies the previous travel history of any foreigner, if any and auto 
fills most of the fields, for a faster visa application process. Applicants can apply either 
from their own location and come to their desired entry border office using the online 
application module or come to the border office and make their application on the spot 
using the on-arrival visa application module that is specific to that border office.
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3.4.2 Embassy Application and Processing Module 

Almost similar as the visa application module, this separate module is applicable only for 
the visa applications which are to be submitted outside Nepal, at visa issuing agencies 
(Embassies, Consulate Generals and Permanent Missions of Nepal) of Nepal. This module 
allows visa application as well as processing of those visa applications by the officers of 
the corresponding agency. Separate subdomain URLs are allocated for visa application and 
visa processing for the embassy module.

3.4.3 Trekking Agency Module

Issuing Trekking permits to the foreigners, which is another business of the Department 
of Immigration, is handled by this module. This module allows Trekking Agencies to 
register themselves into the system, by entering their details and uploading all necessary 
documents required. After the corresponding Immigration Officer approves the registration 
application, the agencies can now submit applications for trekking permits for foreigners 
via this portal, which requires them to login into the system from their previously registered 
account.

3.4.4 Desktop Application 

Border offices, where the initial data of the foreigners coming into or going out of the 
country are recorded and visa is issued, use various biometric devices and passport reader 
machines as a medium to collect the data. This process is facilitated by a desktop application 
which is another integral part of the Nepaliport System. It reads the passport data, visa 
application details submitted by the applicants, payment status of the visa application 
and captures the biometric data (Iris Scan, Fingerprint Scan and Photo) of the applicant, 
and sends all the information to the backend application. Besides this, it also performs 
many preliminary checks of the applicant in the blacklists, interpol lists, etc, and helps the 
immigration officer to make his/her decision in issuing a visa.

3.4.5 Mobile Applications

Since smartphones have become a popular gadget for almost everyone, the Department 
of Immigration targeted the visa application tool to reside inside everyone’s pocket, in 
the form of mobile applications. Mobile Apps have been developed in both Android and 
iOS systems, which again communicate with the core engine and website of Immigration 
Department via APIs. Users can get access to various immigration services through the 
mobile apps, such as visa application, visa extension, conversion, visa status check, etc, 
as well as get notified to various notices, updates, etc published by the Department of 
Immigration. 

3.4.6 Admin Backend

The admin backend is the administrative interface that is used by the officials of the 
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department of Immigration, which is very dynamic in nature and is controlled by the role 
based login authorization and authentication mechanism. The admin backend is used to 
process the various nature of applications received in the system. Although it seems to be 
a single common portal, each user has his own backend administrative interface  as per his 
assigned roles and permission which are defined by the system administrator. The Admin 
backend features can be summarized and grouped into the following key functionalities:

1.	 User Management and Role based Authentication.

2.	 Application Processing.

3.	 Searching and Reporting.

4.	 Duty Shifts Management at Airports.

5.	 Visa Rules configuration and logic setup.

6.	 Static and Dynamic Values setup.

7.	 User Logs .

8.	 External Systems Integration setup.

3.4.7 External Applications

One major pillar of Nepaliport System architecture is interoperability, which enables the 
system to interact with external systems via API calls through mutual authentication. 
The system is already linked with various stakeholder agencies such as Department of 
Foreign Employment, Department of Passport, Interpol, Consular Department, Financial 
Comptroller General Office, etc. and aims to integrate with more stakeholder agencies so 
as to increase the reliability and accuracy of the system. One of the major systems that 
the Department aims to integrate in near future is the Advanced Passenger Information 
System (APIS), which will help the immigration decision making process be quite faster and 
reliable. Similarly, the Nepaliport system intends to integrate with various other systems in 
the days to come with agencies that are relevant to the business workflow of Department 
of Immigration. 

4. Software Deployment 
The Nepaliport System, as robust and secure it is, needed a similar kind of deployment 
environment to be operated in the full capacity as intended. For this, the department 
managed high end servers and networking equipment to create a sophisticated deployment 
environment, which is protected by high end firewalls and security systems. The various 
servers were used in a virtualized environment so as to make the optimum use of the 
available resources and effective management of servers through a single channel. The 
following figure illustrates the deployment of the Nepaliport Software in a fully secure 
server environment.

5. Nepaliport Software and way ahead for Department Of 
Immigration
The Department, although being at a sufficiently ahead in terms of technological 
adaptations as compared to other government institutions, has to undertake still a lot 
more steps forward to bring daily operations of the department into greater ease and 
automation. Furthermore, the Nepaliport software being quite scalable and flexible would 
be underutilized with only the current set of features and functionalities. There are a lot of 
opportunities created with the introduction of Nepaliport system to the department, some 
of which are briefly described below:
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5.1 E-visa

E-visa primarily conceptualizes the process of approval of visa application through 
electronic means, prior to arrival of the applicant in the country. This kind of visa can be 
given to tourist visa applicants, and is also quite possible to bring into operation with the 
current features of Nepaliport software. Nepaliport already has an online visa application 
module, as well as the well tested feature for online payment of visa. By implementing 
necessary laws and regulations, as well as developing a mechanism of processing visa 
applications prior to the arrival of applicant, and formulating standard guidelines for visa 
grant/reject decisions by the immigration officers, the concept of e-visa is not quite far 
from implementation in the future days to come. This would also be a solution to reduce 
the large queues at the airport, which, in present, is a frequently encountered hassle at the 
airport. 

5.2 Machine Readable System Generated Visa

One setback that the Department of Immigration is currently having with the visa stickers 
is the inadequate quality of visa stickers and lack of proper inventory management of visa 
stickers, and tracing them through pre-assigned visa numbers. With visa applications being 
processed by the Nepaliport system, it can now generate visa numbers automatically and 
assign them to corresponding visa applications. By managing high quality printing devices 
and security enriched visa sticker rolls, the visa information can be printed in the stickers 
by the system itself with accurate data, and any manual entry mistakes by the officers, 
which as of now is a frequently happening phenomenon, can be solved completely. Also, 
the system is capable of generating and printing machine readable codes in the visa sticker, 
which will also help to validate the visa stickers by the concerned authority whenever 
required. 

5.3 APIS Software Integration 

Prior information of the passengers travelling to their country is a valuable asset for any 
immigration authority. This information is generally provided by a worldwide adopted 
system, called the Advanced Passenger Information System (APIS), which is basically 
a database of various kinds of records of airline passengers all around the world, and is 
provided by certain organizations via Information as a Service (IAAS). Though the ICAO 
standards have made it compulsory for all aviation and immigration authorities around the 
world to adopt APIS, this system is yet to be adopted by the Nepalese authority. However, 
this system is quite useful and important for immigration authority and the Nepaliport 
software is more than ready to integrate with this system in order to provide valuable 
insights of visa applicants to the immigration officers.

5.4 Auto Gates

These are automatic immigration counters controlled by the immigration software system, 
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which allow travelers to check in and out of the immigration by submitting their passport 
details and biometric details. The system will automatically check the visa status of the 
applicant, validate and authenticate the applicant by matching his/her biometric details 
and after successful verification, grant them automatic entry or departure. Although this 
sophisticated mechanism of immigration check in/out is still far in the context of Nepal, 
but with the ability of current system to validate visa details by checking passports and 
also the ability of the system to cross verify biometric details, the concept of auto gates can 
be regarded as a possible reality in the future.

6. Summary
The Department of Immigration has raised its bars significantly by adopting latest 
technologies and expert manpower to build its own in-house software, the Nepaliport 
System. The software system that was developed with close coordination with and 
feedbacks from various officials of the department solves all kinds of current complex needs 
of the immigration system by modern problem solving approaches and faster processing 
algorithms. The software is deployed in a very secure high end server environment, and 
also aided by a faster network system for its smooth operation. With its highly scalable, 
flexible and interoperable architecture, this system can be extended to enrich with many 
more features in the future, as well as be integrated with many other relevant systems for 
greater reliability and accuracy.
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Job at immigration is very interesting. I was lucky to have got the opportunity of being 
assigned as an immigration officer on my first assignment in Civil Service. The job of an 
immigration officer itself, so to say, is simple- I just have to give a stamp and is complicated 
in equal measure- I might be giving a stamp to a criminal. Besides, from the serious job that 
immigration officer's do, there are also sweet lasting memories they make. This job, unlike 
any others has given me a lifetime of experiences. I lived a different life during those eight 
months which comprised some surreal moments as well. 

As an immigration officer, I got to meet thousands of individuals from all corners of life and 
literally from all corners of the world. As a travel enthusiast and lover, I would always be 
excited to find out the names of different places we could fly to from my city Kathmandu. 
Sometimes, seeing aero planes taking off, giving those stamps on boarding passes and 
sending people through, I used to feel it is so easy to get into a plane and just fly away. I 
lived vicariously through the travellers where merely reading the names of the cities whole 
day would make me feel like I am a frequent traveler to those places. Tel Aviv, Manchester, 
Frank Furt, British Columbia, Istanbul, Doha, Osaka, Seoul, Dhaka, all these places felt 
like thousand miles nearer from my desk at the immigration than from the world map. I 
know all this might not make sense to a lot of people but believe me, as someone who is 
so fond of travelling to places and meeting people, all these thoughts are valid. People are 
not only going to Australia, America, or Canada but there are travelers to South Africa, or 
even Romania or Kenya. I learnt to say Manchester, without coupling it with United. Machu 
Picchu no longer remained that far away after I met a lady who visited Galapagos Islands. 
And no immigration stamps remained interesting when I discovered passport stamps from 
Machu Picchu. Someone explained that tiger's nest in Bhutan was not a nest but a famous 
Monastery. Such little discoveries would make each day special and thus, I would love my 
job a little more each day.  

We would not only meet people, we also encountered their stories. I met a couple from 
Argentina, who were old couples and wanted to visit Nepal even for just two days. I met 
a family of seven from Spain who were here to climb the mountains. A man in his late 
thirties from UK came here to go biking to Rara. A guy in his early twenties came to party

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in Nepal, he would work and earn money for six month and travel; decorous groups of 
Japanese always impressed me with their exceptional mannerism; a farming couple from 
Spain reminded me that a farming job can be rewarding and respected unlike in Nepal. A 
Nepali farmer affording to make holiday trips abroad is difficult to imagine. At least not till 
now and I hope for better days of course! I met an individual from Middle East who came to 
see the rain during July where he said, "We don't get to see rain." These meetings were not 
just merely a part of job but were equivalent to some valuable experiences one can gather 
only by travelling the world. Listening to them and seeing their deprivation or appreciation 
of something would make me value my place, value my people and value my resources a 
bit more. While foreigners were leaving, they would share how their experiences of stay in 
Nepal were; most of them were really appreciative of our culture, humble people and the 
mountains. Some made comments about the hardships they had to face in different aspects 
during their stay. This would all make me reflect on ourselves as communities, the amount 
of hard work we ought to do as a country and how much I could contribute. We do hear a 
lot of these, but listening to words from a foreigner who lived through it in his short trip- 
touches you a little deeper. And this would make me love my job even more.

For us, as immigration officers, every individual is a subject of inspection. We are  supposed 
be impersonal. Even though we perform our job without emotions but we do feel it all. I felt 
it too and how couldn’t I? When I met a girl from foreign land travelling to Middle East for 
a job penniless and hungry, unable to pay for her visa fees and even buy something to eat; 
when I met a father leaving for foreign employment so that he can provide for his children; 
when I detained someone for deportation and he didn't want to go back to his war-torn 
country from where he managed to flee; when I met a Nepali lady who went to Iraq at the 
age of 13; when I met an impecunious father bidding farewell to his son with hopes of 
brighter future; all dressed-up newly wedded wives bidding their husbands goodbye, with 
eyes filled with tears. These were encounters with people with stories that touched the 
core of my heart and it was difficult to shield myself under the veil of  impersonality. But 
it was not only sad emotions at play in front of us. There were moments of sheer euphoria 
that made my heart grin. When someone got excited on getting a visa without having to 
stay in queue; when someone took a deep breath and remarked 'finally reached home" 
with a sigh even before boarding the plane; when someone coming from India hurryingly 
and worryingly came and asked "where can I find luggage?"; when a tour group leader 
from china commanded the group holding a flag of their own kind, moments such as 
these added merriment in job Similarly, scenes such as backpackers going for holidays to 
Thailand and all adorned with beach hat and sun-glasses all ready at the immigration desk;  
newly wedded Nepali couple going for a honeymoon blushing among themselves for not 
being able to decide whether to call themselves "husband-wives" in a so-called modern 
English style or "budha-budhee" in cute Nepali style; proud group of ladies leaving off for 
a trip on their own; youths fiercely chasing their dreams abroad; cheerful group of friends 
waving goodbye to their friends have imprinted themselves in a happy pleasant corner of 
my memory.  Apart from the above, a gamut of emotions of rage, anger, jealousy, triumph, 
achievement, pride, frustration, arrogance were markedly palpable. Where there are 
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thousands of people, of course there are a thousand of emotions and hundreds of stories to 
tell.  These enabled be to reach out and touch every corner of the globe from the confines of 
my desk.  All the stories actually reflected our lives, our societies. How we all are different 
and yet the same. These moments were yelling and telling how as a society we are changing, 
this reflected woes and happiness we go through as an individual and as a groups. It gave 
me a perspective to recognize that I am just a person in this whole world, just a connecting 
dot. There is a lot more, more to what I am, what I am not and what I could be than just me. 
And thus, enriching me spiritually each day and motivating me a little more to love my job. 

As I have said in the beginning, my time as an immigration officer provided me with 
experiences to last a life time. It gave me few surreal moments as well, like the two of 
my serendipitous meetings with people I could not have even thought of meeting but had 
remained in my heart for some reason. First one was with, "Eric Valli" who made famous 
the story of Nepali honey hunters and about whom I read in books as a school kid; meeting 
him and getting to chat a little bit was a pleasant surprise for me on a regular day at job. 
Second, is an unforgettable meeting with the legendary Morgan Freeman and his huge 
bodyguards, which I boast to my NRN cousins and foreign friends again and again. Apart 
from these remarkable moments, there were many such pleasant memories that I got to 
make at the immigration. For me, not a day was boring at work, every day I went to work 
with inquisitive eyes to read people and their stories. It would be a rollercoaster ride 
someday; very hectic but still, everyday was a hustle with hundreds of individuals telling 
hundreds of stories of their own and inspiring me to listen to them.  

All in all, an amalgamation of all bitter sweet emotions made my experience at the 
Immigration exclusive. These exclusive memories always reinvigorated in me some more 
motivation to do my job each day and love my job each day. I grew in experience and in life 
as a whole with my few months as an immigration officer.
